Events may include: Poker Runs, Pledge Runs, Raffle Runs, Hog Roasts, Rides with Biker 

Olympics competitions, Timed Skills Rallies, or any other motorcycle themed event that can be 

used to collect donations for Mooseheart Child City & School. Participation may be at the 

Lodge Moose Rider Group level, District Moose Rider Lodge groupings, or as a collective 

State/Provincial Moose Association Moose Rider Group. The hope is that all Moose Riders will 

be able to either host or participate in a motorcycle event to benefit Mooseheart, which may be 

open to the public, between the Mooseheart Bike Blessing on Saturday, May 16, 2020 through 

Labor Day Monday, September 7, 2020. 

 

All Moose Rider groups participating in Moose Ride 4 Kids Day will have an opportunity to 

receive the “Mark ‘Tiny’ Metcalf Big Heart” Award an honor bestowed upon a single lodges, 

whose Moose Riders Group donated the highest dollar amount fraternity-wide. A second award 

will go to the State/Provincial Moose Association raising the largest dollar amount.
